VISITOR SUPPORT INFORMATION

Please note:  Any references to reimbursement and/or provision of housing here apply only to non-salaried INT visitors who have been promised reimbursement of local expenses. Visitors who will receive a salary from the INT cannot be reimbursed for any expenses outside of their salaries.

Local Expenses:

The INT will reimburse non-salaried INT visitors for local (housing and meal) expenses. The total amount of support provided will depend on the arrangements we are able to make for your housing. The intent of INT support is to help cover the additional costs occasioned by your living away from home.  If you wish to stay at an accommodation that costs more than the daily allowance, please keep in mind that the INT can only reimburse up to the daily allowance amount.  Original receipts for housing are required.  Please make sure that your lodging receipt shows that your bill has been paid in full.

Meals:  The INT will reimburse food expenses at a rate of up to $40 per day.  Receipts for food are not necessary. 

Visitors in residence at the INT for one month or less will generally be reimbursed for housing and living expenses only after they leave the INT.  If this will cause you hardship, please mention this to the INT Administrator upon your arrival.  Visitors staying for longer periods can request monthly reimbursements.

Miscellaneous:

•
Personal telephone calls:  The INT cannot pay for non-business related telephone calls. Please place personal telephone calls collect or use a telephone "calling card".  If you do not already have a telephone calling card, you should arrange to receive one from your long-distance telephone company.  Prepaid calling cards can also be purchased from local businesses.
